Gentlemen:


This has reference to our discussions in connection with the Yardmaster Guaranteed Extra Board Agreement between Union Pacific Railroad Company and the United Supervisors Council of America, effective January 1, 2009.

In connection with our discussions this letter shall serve to clarify the parties’ intent in connection with Article III (A) of the above-referenced Agreement.  Specifically, this will confirm the parties’ understanding and intent that when an extra board yardmaster takes a temporary vacancy as set forth in Article III (A) of the Agreement referenced herein, he/she will be considered as remaining assigned to the extra board during the time he/she is holding down the temporary vacancy and will be considered unavailable for purposes of applying the provisions of Article II (G) of the Agreement.  With this understanding, forfeiture of guarantee can occur under the following circumstances:
A yardmaster is assigned to the extra board during the first half of a month.  He/she takes a five-day hold down on a regular assignment and observes the rest days of said assignment.  This counts as two occurrences towards forfeiture of guarantee under Article III (A).  If the yardmaster lays off for any of the days of the half (while assigned to the hold down or not), this will be a third occurrence and he/she would forfeit all rights to guarantee and would be compensated actual earnings for the half per Article II (G) of the Agreement.
